This workshop will  
feature Micheal Petty, president of 
Show Them Ministries, a ministry 
devoted to making disciples who 
make disciples. Brother Petty is a 
former mission strategist, current 
pastor of First Baptist Church of 
Cottondale, FL., and author of

He will speak on the practice of making multiplying 
disciples.

Boutique manager 

Service description: The boutique manager will oversee and organize our boutique. 
Responsibilities:  

• Organize items in the boutique in an attractive and user-friendly way 
• Assign “baby buck” values to items 
• Sort through material donations 
• Organize and store items 
• Oversee other volunteers serving in the boutique 

Qualifications: 

• A personal, saving relationship with Jesus and a desire to serve 
• Full support and agreement with New Beginnings doctrinal statement, mission, and values 
• Pastoral reference and support 
• Commitment 
• Ability to maintain client confidentiality 
• About four hours a month (an hour a week or once a month during open hours) 
• Physical ability to stretch, lift and move boxes… 

Note: This role does not involve direct interaction with the clients and therefore does not require specialized training.

Service description: to assist the director in public advertisement and media communications. 
 
Responsibilities: 

• Advertise on behalf of New Beginnings on multiple social media platforms 
• Stay abreast of changes regarding client communications through the existing website 
• Serve as general technical consultant to the director 

Qualifications: 

• A personal, saving relationship with Jesus and a desire to serve 
• Full support and agreement with New Beginnings doctrinal statement, mission, and values 
• Pastoral reference and support 
• Commitment 
• Ability to maintain client confidentiality 
• A growing knowledge and proficiency in the use of devices, programs, social media platforms, etc., to be utilized. 

Note: As this person will take part in representing the public face of New Beginnings Counseling and Support Center to abortion 
vulnerable and trauma sensitive people, a willingness to work closely and compatibly with the director is essential.  All
